Most community service organizations that have been operating for as many years as
North Curl Curl Surf Life Saving Club experience countless highlights and reap immeasur-
able rewards during the time of their long and fruitful existence.

The various educational and surf sports activities that are included in our overall function
play an integral part in the development of required skills. However, as our name indi-
cates, surf life saving is both the main objective and primary function of North Curl Curl
S.L.S.C. and in this capacity there is ho doubt whatsoever that our club is currently riding
othe crest of the waved.

Over the past decade, club members have witnessed our beach management procedures
and patrol commitment progress from strength to strength.

For the third year in succession, the patrolling members of North Curl Curl S.L.S.C. have
collectively amassed in excess of 5,500 patrol hours. Whilst the 5,516 patrol hours re-
corded by the 1,434 individual sigrons during this past 2008/2009 season were not as
high as the season before, they were virtually identical to the 2006/2007 season. This
implies that the status quo is being maintained and with the carefully structured recruit-
ment program that is now in place with our twelve surf club patrols, these excellent statis-
tics should be emulated (if not improved upon) for numerous years to come.

The following information revealing the increasing commitment by our club members to
their surf life saving duties has been meticulously collected over the past seven seasens:

2002/2003 - 4,376 patrol hours with 1,170 individual sigrons.
2003/2004 - 4,754 patrol hours with 1,258 individual sigrons.
2004/2005 - 4,792 patrol hours with 1,255 individual sigrons.
2005/2006 - 4,920 patrol hours with 1,286 individual sigrons.
2006/2007 - 5,532 patrol hours with 1,440 individual sigrons.
2007/2008 - 5,818 patrol hours with 1,510 individual sigrons.
2008/2009 - 5,516 patrol hours with 1,434 individual sigrons.

North Curl Curl S.L.S.C. completed the 2008/2009 season with 154 club members (127

Bronze Medallion holders and 27 Surf Rescue Certificate personnel) on the patrol roster.

This number was marginally lower than the 158 rostered patrol members from the previ-

ous season, but the ratio of female patrol members to male patrol members was margin-

ally higher. Of the 154 rostered patrol members, 88 (or 57%) were male and 66 (or 43%)

were female. This compares with the 94 (or 59%) males and 64 (or 41%) females from the
2007/2008 season. The percentage of female patrol members has been steadily increas-

ing over the past couple of decades and this significant involvement by them, particularly

in the areas of team leadership (e.g. patrol captaincy and patrol vicaptaincy) has been a

pl easing aspect of the club6s devel opment wi

Exactly 60 of all the rostered patrol members were 100% patrol efficient and their names

are listed alphabetically in the Patrol Awards section at the end of this report. These 100%
patrol efficient members are the oObackboned
truly indebted to them for the diligent efforts and selfless sacrifice of personal time that

they have afforded their club. Also, whilst not 100% patrol efficient, at least another 70
patr ol members were what <could be classifie
couple of patrols each during a long seven month surf season. Therefore, with this 85%
reliability rate within our patrol ranks, North Curl Curl S.L.S.C. approaches the next few
seasons in very good shape.

" This is now the appropriate moment to both
~ trol captains who have performed their roles admirably. With the assistance and support

... of their core of highly capable patrol viceaptains, they have molded their respective pa-

" trol teams into extremely efficient surf life saving units of which our club can be very
proud. Indeed, we must never lose sight of the fact that without these ongoing contribu-
tions so freely given by our patrol captains and their energetic squads on weekends and
public holidays from September through to the end of April each season, our mandate
would not be fulfilled and our club would cease to exist.
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Probably one of the most noticeable advancements in the function of our surf club patrq
over recent times has been the growing number of patrol members gaining the necess
surf life saving qualifications to enable them to perform their respective patrol duties to
higher level of competency. Our dedicated club instructors and facilitators must take
majority of the credit for this. | would like to take this opportunity to most sincerely tha
Phil Godbee, Steve Atkins, David Jones, Ray Merton and Jane Trumper (Bronze Medall
Sandra Atkins and Sandy Perpic (Surf Rescue Certificates), lan Thurgood, Sarah Cro
and Jane Trumper (Advanced Resuscitation Certificates) and Brett Kirby, Karl Nyman, BRe
Coram, Laurence Cronin, Alice Thurgood and Ben Dreghorn (IRB Driver and Crew traingf
for their tireless work with their respective groups.

Club examiners, Clare Hagon and David Murray must also be appropriately acknowledged
and thanked for their guidance, support and encouragement in these instructional areas.

When | assumed the role of Club Captain seven years ago, the number of patrol members

with the various surf life saving qualifications, apart from the Bronze Medallions, was very

small. As a matter of fact, there were only eight IRB drivers spread throughout our twelve

patrols. Club Life Members, Stuart Wye and Keith Smith, as well as a few Active Reserve

club members, who were all IRB drivers, had to be temporarily enlisted in order to fill the

void. Furthermore, there were only a handful of patrol members with their Advanced Resus-

citation Certificate and I RB Crewpersonds Certificate.

It became one of my major goals to have at least two patrol members on each patrol with

I RB Driver and ARC qualifications and at | east three with the
Without doubt, it has been a long haul, but with the wonderful assistance of humerous ex-

cellent club instructors/trainers over the ensuing years, | am delighted to announce that

this goal was finally achieved at the commencement of the 2008/2009 season.

It is a mandatory expectation of surf life saving that we have at least one person on each
patrol covering each of the abovementioned qualifications, so it was most gratifying to real-
ize that our club had more than adequately done this.

North Curl Curl S.L.S.C. can be well pleased that we actually concluded the 2008/2009

season with 69 Honorary Beach Inspectors, 25 IRB Drivers, 37 Advanced Resuscitation
Certificate holders, 65 IRB Crew people and 65 Senior First Aid Certificate personnel spread
throughout its twelve patrols.

For the 2009/2010 season, it will be a surf life saving requirement that at least one mem-
ber on each patrol has Defibrillation and Spinal Management qualifications.

To the clubod6s credit, we have had the f @
patrol members complete both courses during the month of July 2009 and gain these qua
fications in order to meet these requirements. '

I am happy to report that both rescues and first aid instances during the 2008/2009 sea
son were extremely low. These were due to a variety of reasons with the main contributin
factors being the sound preventative actions firmly established in our basic beach manage
ment procedures and the strong guidance and unwavering support of our talented and re
sourceful Warringah Lifeguards.

The Warringah Lifeguards have supervised all Warringah beaches on weekends and public
holidays during the surf season since their inception in 1993. There was the distinct possi-
bility that they would not be available during the 2008/2009 season to render their invalu-
able assistance to our surf club patrol s. At the oeleventh ho
would once again be in operation and | was very grateful for the assistance that they gave to

our c¢clubds patrol captains and their patro_i.
guard, Heath Brown, whose affable and approachable nature complemented by his mosf & §
informative working demeanor was so much appreciated by all. sl
