It is with great pride that I commend my report for the 2009/2010 season to the North Curl 

Curl Surf Life Saving Club members for their consideration.  

The club has had a very successful season and maintained our record of no lives lost; this re-

cord has now been maintained for the past 88 years. I would like to thank the Executive mem-

bers of the club for their support, professionalism, dedication, hard work and sense of humour 

over the past year. The compliance requirements of running a surf club grow each year and the 

Executive have worked hard to ensure that all of these requirements are met. For those mem-

bers of the Executive that are not standing for their positions again next year I wish you well in 

all your future endeavours and invite you to return back to support the club in the future. 

One of the fundamentals of surf life saving is to provide competent well-trained personnel who 

provide surf rescue services to keep the people who attend our beach on weekends and public 

holidays safe. This requires the close collaboration of two arms of our club, rescue services 

and instruction. This year these two arms of the club have worked closely together to produce 

a record number of well trained rescue personnel to work on our beach.  

This year has also seen a focus on developing new trainers, instructors, assessors and offi-

cials. A greater focus on training and coaching in our junior activities has certainly paid divi-

dends, including outstanding success at recent surf life saving carnivals and competitions and 

increased retention rates of junior members continuing their surf life saving activities in the 

senior ranks of the club.  

Over the past year the club has finalised a number of building projects. These projects included 

the completion of the new veranda area of the main clubhouse, the total refurbishment of a 

canteen, a minor refurbishment of the IRB shed and the purchase of new gym equipment. 

Many of these projects were supported through grants from Local and State government. My 

appreciation and thanks to the many people who were involved in securing these grants and 

completing this work to improve the facilities of the club for its members. 

In my first year as president of the club a decision was taken to change the financial reporting 

period from 1st July to 30th June to 1st May to 30th April. In that year the accounts presented 

to the members were for the 10 month period from 1st July to 30th April. This year the ac-

counts are for the 12 month period from 1st May 2009 to 30th April 2010.  

On closer inspection of the accounts you will notice that depreciation of club assets has been 

dealt with in a different fashion which has had the impact of reducing the value of club assets. 

This issue will be more comprehensively addressed in the report from the Director of Finance. 

The accounts show that there has been a reduction in the profit from the last yearõs accounts. 

This reduction is for two reasons. First, this reporting period is the first complete period for the 

new dates therefore it is difficult to compare it to our previous accounts. Second, the grant 

from the state government of approximately $33,500 was not received in the same reporting 

period as the expenditure of approximately $38,000 on the refurbishment of the canteen. 

At the recent Surf Life Saving Sydney Northern Beaches Branch presentation night the club 

was nominated for a number of awards. I would like to congratulate Clare Hagan on winning 

the Branch Recorder of the year award - well done Clare.  

I would like to also take this opportunity to extend my congratulations to Tony Williams who 

received the club's prestigious honour blazer for the 2009/10 season. Tonyõs efforts in the 

training and development programs he has designed and implemented for our Nippers was 

outstanding this year, and definitely will contribute to the continued growth and retention of our 

future surf life savers, as well as translating into great results in the competition arena.   

On behalf of the members I congratulate and thank Louis Tassone and his team for the hard 

work and commitment in organising the annual 3 Points Challenge and Ocean Swim. This is 

one of the major fund raising events for the club and I encourage all club members to lend a 

hand and for those fit members to even have a go - from what I have seen and heard it is most 

definitely a challenge. Likewise to Robert Watson and his team for organising the clubõs annual 

golf day which also raises much need funds for the club. Unfortunately this year golf day was 

more like an ocean swim than a golf hit outñhereõs hoping for fine weather for the next one. 
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It is with pleasure I announce that the Executive have received and endorsed two nomina-

tions for life membership. These nominations will be formally presented to members for con-

sideration at the upcoming Annual General Meeting. The two nominees are Mr Alex Wye (The 

Wiz) Director Surf Life Saving and Mr David Murray Club Patron and Deputy President of 

Branch.  

The strength of our club comes from our members and their commitment to surf lifesaving 

and our community. Supporting our club and members are our sponsors. I would like to thank 

the many sponsors who have contributed so generously over the past year to the activities of 

the club. Your generosity and support ensures that our club continues to grow and is able to 

provide the services that we are so committed to provide to the public who attend our 

beaches. Your support allows us to provide the much needed equipment which supports the 

work of our rescue services on the beach. It also provides equipment for our members and 

competitors both senior and junior who use this equipment to develop their skills in the surf 

life saving environment. I look forward to your ongoing involvement with our club over the 

years to come and I thank you for recognising our commitment and service to the commu-

nity through your generous sponsorship and support. 

Finally I would like to congratulate all of our club members; those who patrol, those who 

compete, those who help out around the club, those who enjoy being part of the club, those 

who advise, those who train and instruct, those who assess and those who officiate.

It is my pleasure and privilege on behalf of the Board and Directors of North Curl Curl Surf 

Life Saving Inc to submit for your consideration and adoption of the 88th Annual and Finan-

cial Statements for the 2009/2010 Season. 

Once again North Curl Curl Surf Life Saving Club fulfilled its objective to safeguard our beach 

and every patrol member should be thanked for their dedication and commitment to surf life 

saving and North Curl Curl. 

After four years of assisting in this role, I have completed my first year as Director of Admini-

stration. It has been rewarding to work with the members of the Board this year under the 

leadership of Ian Thurgood - Stuart Wye, Alexander Wye, Geoff Pickering, Harry Coltman, An-

drew Waddington, Ray Merton and all those who have assisted are to be thanked for their 

hard work, ongoing commitment to our club and for the achievements over the past year.  

Andrew & Ray are unable to continue as directors this next year due to other commitments ð 

their contribution across their portfolios in Marketing and Surf Lifesaving Instruction has seen 

fantastic results with new equipment, a record year for the 3 Points Challenge and high num-

bers of new SRC & Bronze medallion members which in turn has boosted our patrol numbers.  

We are always looking for new people to become involved in assisting with the running of the 

club and presenting new ideas so please consider and approach us if you are interested. 

Our administration area is becoming busier each year as the club grows and requirements for 

SLSA increase. Having our Administrator in the office 3 days per week has really helped 

across all areas. Thank you to Audrey for assisting myself & the Board over the year and for 

all of the systems that she has put in place to assist the Board and in the general day to day 

running of the club.  

This was my 5th year as Senior registrar and we took the highest number of registrations ever 

with 1003 registrations across the club. Of these 554 were Junior Activities (5ð13 yrs) with 

the balance being Cadets through to Seniors. North Curl Curl is a popular club across all age 

groups and we had large numbers join throughout the season to participate in our training 

groups. SLSA have an online registration system which we may utilise this coming season .... 

more details to follow in the near future as to which direction we take this year. With member-

ships at these levels, the registration area has become a very busy one. We need a few volun-

teers to assist across the club for the coming season. It is only a couple of months at the start 

of the season so please contact me if you have reasonable computer skills and could help 

out in this area. 

We started the season very busy finalising the refurbishment of the canteen. This was a lar-

ger project than originally anticipated and a great effort by all those who assisted to get this 

finished to be open within the first few weeks of the season. Thanks to Tony Williams and his 

crew who facilitated this project. Ian Thurgood did a tremendous job to secure a grant 

through the State governments community Building Program  to cover the cost of this refur-

bishment and after a slightly late start the shutter opened for business which was well re-

ceived. 

Our gym was the recipient of new equipment early on in the season. This was fully funded 

from gym memberships and the equipment is such that it will withstand the elements with 

minimal maintenance. Thanks to Jacob Campbell for his assistance with this project and co-

ordinating the installation and ongoing maintenance of the equipment. We have a great team 

of gym members who have worked together to make this a great training area for our mem-

bers and thanks  to Tony Brown for keeping the gym clean. A special thanks to David Murray  

and Mark Daley  from Conexus for donating the IPod docking station which has been well 

received. 

Installation of an electronic door system for the gym and some other access doors to the club 

was delayed due to a couple of problematic doors but we are hoping to resolve this very soon 

and introduce this system in the near future. Warringah Council has been busy during the 

year giving the club a fresh coat of paint and the car park has recently been resealed. 

Our website has improved significantly over the past few years and a huge thank you to Louis

There is a huge gallery of photos uploaded on the website from our 

historical past through to the latest competition and general shots 

and is well worth having a look at. 

Within our club we have a wide range of expertise across many 

services.

Coke delivered two new fridges to our club as part of their ongoing 

association with Sydney Northern Beaches branch late last year. 

One of these went into the canteen and the other replaced the 

drinks fridge in the bar storage area. This year we trialled a pre-

mium beer on tap and the òTooheys Superdryó proved to be a 

popular choice with our patrons. We are looking to reintroduce 

Adults only nights Friday Bottles following feedback from members 

and plan to reopen early September.

Twelve months have so quickly passed since I last sat down to 

write my annual report.   It only seems like yesterday that I was 

conducting my patrol captainsõ meeting to discuss North Curl Curl 

S.L.S.C.õs beach management procedures and strategies for the 

2009/2010 season and in a few weeks time we will be doing this 

all over again for this forthcoming season. 

My immediate reflections on the season that has just passed are 

that of complete contentment and immense satisfaction with the 

efforts that have been exceptionally well performed by all twelve 

patrol captains and their respective patrol teams. Once again, our 

patrolling members carried out their rostered patrol duties in the 

vigilant, dedicated manner to which we have become accus-

tomed.  

Whilst there were few òstand outó performances or highlights in 

any particular patrol session, there appeared to be admirable 

consistency throughout all patrol teams in all of their sessionsñ

indeed, no Club Captain could ask for more. On behalf of our club, 

I wish to express sincere gratitude to all of our patrolling mem-

bers.    

In particular, I would like to thank and commend all the patrol 

captains, their respective patrol vice-captains and all those patrol 

members who were 100% patrol efficient, because realistically all 

of these people are the cornerstones around which all of our pa-

trolling endeavors are structured and delivered. 

North Curl Curl SLSC completed the 2009/2010 season on Mon-

day, 26th April, 2010 with 162 rostered patrol members, which I 

believe is the highest number ever in its long history of providing 

surf life saving service to our local community. Of these 162 ros-

tered patrol members, 96 were male and 66 were female, with 

126 Bronze Medallion holders and 36 Surf Rescue Certificate 

personnel. 

Our total number of patrol hours served and the individual patrol 

sign-ons were marginally lower than those recorded for the 

2008/2009 season. However, the similarity between all the patrol 

statistics over the past few seasons would tend to suggest that we 

are still maintaining a solid plateau of impressive patrol atten-

dances and commitment, despite the regular turnover of patrol 

personnel that occurs each year.  

A study of the following patrol hours and individual patrol sign-ons 

clearly shows that those significant increases made from the ear-

lier years have been consistently maintained over the past four 

seasons: - 

2002/2003  -  4,376 patrol hours with 1,170 individual sign-ons. 

2003/2004  -  4,754 patrol hours with 1,258 individual sigh-ons. 

2004/2005  -  4,792 patrol hours with 1,255 individual sign-ons. 

2005/2006  -  4,920 patrol hours with 1,286 individual sign-ons. 

2006/2007  -  5,532 patrol hours with 1,440 individual sign-ons. 

2007/2008  -  5,518 patrol hours with 1,510 individual sign-ons. 

2008/2009  -  5,516 patrol hours with 1,434 individual sign-ons. 

2009/2010  -  5,462 patrol hours with 1,426 individual sign-ons. 

It is important to keep in mind that surf life saving is not simply a 

case of assigning diligent club members to beach patrol duties on 

the weekends and public holidays from October through to April 

each year. Irrespective of how enthusiastic and focused patrol 

members might be, the appropriate development of skills through 

learning and training are required to ensure that all patrol teams 

operate at maximum efficiency for the safety and well-being of the 

local community, including all members of the general public who 

frequent North Curl Curl beach.  

It is a mandatory expectation of Surf Life Saving Australia that as 

well as the obvious swimming and board rescue skills and resusci-

tation techniques obtained through acquiring the essential Bronze 

Medallion award needed in order to do patrols (note, the Surf 

Rescue Certificate is available for 13 to 15 year olds to become 

probationary patrol members) that in every patrol team each of 

the following patrol qualifications is covered:-  one IRB Driver, one 

IRB Crewperson, one Advanced Resuscitation Certificate holder, 

one Defibrillation Certificate operator, one Spinal Management 

Certificate officer and one Senior First Aid Certificate personnel. 

In addition, Warringah Council requires us to have a nominated 

Honorary Beach Inspector (usually the patrol captain) on each 

rostered patrol session. It gives me great pleasure to report that 

North Curl Curl Surf Life Saving Club not only meets, but in some 

instances far exceeds, all of these expectations.  

Our club completed the 2009/2010 surf patrol season with at 

least 4 Honorary Beach Inspectors, 2 IRB Drivers, 3 IRB Crew peo-

ple, 3 Advanced Resuscitation Certificate holders, 1 Defibrillation 

Certificate operator, 1 Spinal Management Certificate officer and 

2 Senior First Aid Certificate personnel on each patrol. Indeed, 

some patrols were fortunate to have even higher representations 

in some of these categories.  

To my absolute delight, the total number of awards spread 
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throughout all 12 patrols reads as follows:- 

¶ 82 Honorary Beach Inspectors,  

¶ 26 IRB Drivers,  

¶ 57 IRB Crew people,  

¶ 43 Advanced Resuscitation Certificates,  

¶ 32 Defibrillation Certificates,  

¶ 35 Spinal Management Certificates  

¶ 62 Senior First Aid Certificates. 

The achieving of these outstanding statistics has not just occurred 

by chance. Special planning had to be organized with both internal 

and external trainers/facilitators who have all given of their time 

so as to ensure that North Curl Curl SLSC is currently enjoying the 

very healthy state that it finds itself in. My deepest gratitude goes 

to all the people who have assisted our club in the various training 

processes from the Surf Rescue Certificate and Bronze Medallion 

qualifications right through to the more advanced awards. 

Therefore, on behalf of our club, thanks go to Clare Hagon, Dani 

Signorini and their team of òNipperó parent helpers (for Surf Res-

cue Certificates), Phil Godbee, Steve Atkins, David Jones, Ray Mer-

ton and Jane Trumper (for Bronze Medallions), Brett, Kirby, Todd 

Sample, Ben Dreghorn, Ray Merton and Ian Thurgood (for IRB 

training), Ian Thurgood, Alex Wye and Sandra Atkins (for Advanced 

Resuscitation Certificates), Clare Hagon (for Defibrillation Certifi-

cates), Maryanne Troop, Garry Beauchamp and their external ex-

aminers team (for Spinal Management Certificates and Senior 

First Aid Certificates) and Clinton Rose from Warringah Council (for 

the Honorary Beach Inspector awards).  

Congratulations go to the numerous club members who attained 

either single or multiple awards in the above categories over the 

past twelve months. 

As well as thanking our club trainers and facilitators, recognition 

must also be given to our club assessors for the role that they 

have played in both the annual proficiencies and representing our 

club with internal and external awards assessments. The club is 

hugely indebted to them and thanks Clare Hagon and David 

Murray, whilst congratulating our newly accredited assessors, Phil 

Godbee and Steve Atkins. 

Another reason for the smooth, efficient functioning of our surf 

club patrols is the excellent guidance and support that we receive 

from our professional Warringah Council lifeguards. As mentioned 

in my previous annual reports, North Curl Curl SLSC has been truly 

blessed to have had lifeguards of such high calibre to assist us in 

our surf life saving endeavors. There is no doubt in my mind that 

their presence and influence have definitely facilitated my role as 

Director Surf Life Saving. I would like to again thank all Warringah 

Council lifeguards who have worked on North Curl Curl beach, in 

particular our òresidentó lifeguard, Heath Brown, who has given 

superb, amicable direction to our surf club patrols for many, many 

years. My thanks also go to the lifeguard supervisory team which 

included Clinton Rose, Gregg Slater and Tim Donkin. 

On Saturday, 22nd May, 2010 our club conducted its Annual Pres-

entation Night and as usual, over ninety thoroughly deserved pa-

trol awards were distributed. In addition to the 62 awards avail-

able for the 100% patrol efficient members, presentations were 

made to the òBest Patrol Person On Each Patroló by the respective 

patrol captains who selected them. Every patrol contained numer-

ous team members who made significant contributions to their 

patrol team during the course of the 2009/2010 season, so to 

receive a patrol captainõs nomination as being the best on that 

patrol for the season is an honour for which one should be justifia-

bly proud. The lists of all the patrol awards including those for the 

òBest Patrol Person On Each Patroló and the 100% patrol efficien-

cies are located in the appropriate section at the end of this re-

port. 

At the commencement of the 2009/2010 season, a couple of 

patrols that had lost key personnel from the previous season were 

òtopped upó with new recruits.  Whenever this occurs, there are 

always reservations about how the new combinations will work, in 

spite of the careful, meticulous planning involved in this proce-

dure.  

One of these patrols not only òclickedó, but under the astute lead-

ership of their new patrol captain, just powered from strength to 

strength. As Club Captain, this is so rewarding for me to witness 

and is certainly one of the great joys I experience in my role. For a 

remarkably fine and conscientious òwhole teamó effort, I had abso-

lutely no hesitation in awarding Patrol No. 8 led by Jamie Howieson 

as the Best Patrol for the 2009/2010 season. 

Similar to the previous season, the award for the Best Patrol Cap-

tain was shared by two outstanding patrol captains. Phillip Hagon, 

who won this award for the 2008/2009 season in his first year as 

a patrol captain, did an even better job second time round and 

was so deserving of a further accolade in this regard. Naturally, the 

exemplary efforts of Jamie Howieson with Patrol No. 8 also se-

cured his claim in this patrol award category. 

Another shared award for the 2009/2010 season was for the Best 

Junior Patrol Person. Both Claudia Forsyth and Kate Phippard, who 

each served more patrol hours for our club than anyone else for 

the season and who made valuable contributions every time they 

undertook patrol duties were without question very worthy recipi-

ents of this award. 
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The most prestigious award for our club during any season has always been for the Best 

Patrol Person. It is called the Mark Watson Memorial Award in honour of Mark Watson who 

was Best Patrol Person for our club on three occasions during the 1980s before tragically 

passing away at a very young age during that same decade. With so many superb individual 

patrol performances on numerous patrols this season, this was an extremely difficult choice 

to make. 

However, the magnificent efforts of Warren Halford clearly surpassed all others to gain him 

due recognition as the clubõs Best Patrol Person for the 2009/2010 season. As the senior 

patrol vice-captain on Patrol No. 1, Warren so competently stepped into the patrol captaincy 

role on several occasions and led his team in a highly commendable manner. At the same 

time, he always maintained a first class standard in his own surf life saving duties. Further-

more, Warren fine-tuned his personal skill levels in the past twelve months by obtaining his 

IRB Driverõs License, Advanced Resuscitation Certificate, Defibrillation Certificate and Spinal 

Management Certificate. 

Our human resources are so vital to the overall successful functioning of our surf club and 

its various surf life saving related activities and these have been well documented in the 

preceding paragraphs of this surf life saving report. However, our material resources are 

almost equally as important, because òpeople poweró alone will not get the job done.  

Obviously, we need effective, practical equipment and the finances with which to purchase 

this equipment. In this respect, North Curl Curl SLSC is so reliant on its numerous, generous 

sponsors, some of which have now been associated with our club for a very long time. 

All of our sponsors have been listed in the appropriate spaces in the clubõs Annual Report, 

but I would like to join my colleagues on the clubõs Board of Directors in expressing my 

heartfelt gratitude to all of our sponsors for their financial contributions over the past year. 

As this report nears completion, there are several important people for whom I have re-

served my most òspecialó acknowledgements and appreciation.  

First of all, the loyalty and service afforded to me by Club Vice-Captain, Greg Stretton has 

been second to none, Gregõs assistance in all club matters has always been readily forth-

coming and he is so highly valued at all club levels  -  thanks, Greg.  

Secondly, the work performed on the clubõs IRBs by IRB Captain, Brett Kirby has been quite 

phenomenal and the efforts that he has produced along with his IRB Vice-Captains, Todd 

Sample and Ben Dreghorn have certainly been very much appreciated  -  thanks, gentle-

men. 

Also, I wish to thank our Club President, Ian Thurgood and all of the clubõs Directors and 

Assistant Directors for their patience, understanding and support throughout the season. 

As always, my mother, Isa and my brother, Stuart have constantly provided me with the in-

spiration, encouragement and sound advice that have been necessary to enable me to per-

form my surf club duties to the best of my ability. I am under no illusions that many of the 

worthwhile practices that I have been able to implement for our club over the years have 

directly emanated from having their knowledge available. In addition, the printing of numer-

ous patrol resources by Stuart has proved invaluable to me and I thank him for this. 

Finally, I feel that I still have the passion, drive and commitment to competently perform the 

duties expected of the Director Surf Life Saving role that I have been performing for North 

Curl Curl SLSC for the past eight seasons and if it is the desire of the members I would very 

much like to continue in this capacity for the 2010/2011 season.
