
front entrance to the club, 

installation of an accessible 

unisex toilet, moving the fire 
hose closer to the fire exit, 

lighting upgrade and upgrades 
to the balcony rail. All POPE 

work has been fully funded by 

the Council - there has been no 

cost to the club.  

 Sydney Water have kindly 

(through a sister company) 

donated a water audit to the 
club valued at $3000. The first 

stage of the water audit is to 

install water meters to monitor 

our water usage.  

Following the monitoring period 

an audit report will be provided 

with recommendations on how 
the club can save water. It is 

expected that the savings will 
be in the vicinity of 15 to 20% of 

our current water usage.  

Sydney Water have also com-

mitted to assist the club seek a 

$10,000 grant to implement the 
recommendations of the audit. 

They have also offered their 
expertise in working with our 

local council to seek the appro-

priate approvals for the work.  

 As part of our ongoing upgrade 
of club facilities a new dish-

washer has been installed in the 

kitchen and a new glass washer 
in the bar area. The glass 

washer was purchased with the 
kind assistance of Lion Nathan 

(Australia) Tooheys.
