All members should be vigilant 

and report any improper use of 
club equipment to the patrol 

captain, or to the Club Captain, 

the Wiz, or to myself. We all 
need to take responsibility for 

ensuring our important rescue 
equipment is not being used in 

an improper manner.

The Sheild was a surf boat event for U19 crews, 

with an added bonus of $1000 prize money en-
suring the competition was red hot throughout 

the heats and through to the final, which was 

North Curl Curl SLSC com-

mences the 2010 calendar year 

with 122 club members (78 
males and 44 females) on the 

patrol roster.

In December, 2009 approximately 30 club members 

attained their Bronze Medallions with a similar num-
ber having gained their Surf Rescue Certificates a 

month earlier.  

These people will be contacted during January 

(either through a combined meeting with them at the 

club or individually by telephone) and hopefully many 
of them will be enlisted into the patrol ranks to òtop 

upó patrol numbers.   

Towards the end of 2009 one IRB motor was so 

badly damaged that it had to be òwritten offó, 
thereby leaving the club with only two operable IRB 

motors.  

On behalf of North Curl Curl SLSC, I wish to sincerely 

thank BT Financial (one of our major sponsors) for 

providing the finances to more than adequately 

cover the cost of the purchase of two new IRB 

motors, which will be acquired very soon, 

supplementing our two operating motors.  

IRB Captain, Brett Kirby has advised of the 

most appropriate size motors and type of 

propellers to purchase,  

With four IRB motors in operation and the 

prospect of increasing IRB driver education 
with respect to the care of these motors, the 

IRB section of our club should now run even 
more efficiently and I am most appreciative of 

the huge role that BT Financial and the clubõs 

Director of Marketing, Andrew Waddington 

have played in this regard. 

The redevelopment of the bottom boatshed has 

been completed, thanks to the work of our 

Board & Ski captain, Glenn Coltman. We now 
have a means to store up to 20 rescue boards 

in the boat shed in a safe and secure manner, 

reducing the possibility of damage and ensur-
ing we conform better to Occupational Health
