
From The President's Pen 

The Board have just commenced a Club Develop-

ment Programme with the assistance of Sally 

Mulligan for Branch. This programme will as-
sisted the Board identify areas of excellence 

and areas that require development and im-
provement. The first stage of this programme 

was to complete a self assessment of the vari-

ous functions of the club. The Board members 
completed this assessment at the last board 

meeting. The results from this self assessment 
are being collated by Sally and will be returned 

back to the Board in the next few weeks. The 

second stage of the programme is to hold a 
planning day with members plan for the future 

of our club, please keep an eye out for an invite 
to this planning day which we hope to hold in 

late July early August. 

I attended a planning day with the Northern 

Beaches Branch to look at the future of the 

Branch over the next 10 years call 2020 Vision. 
From this day a number of initiatives and work-

ing groups were developed. I am involved in the 
group that is looking at a standardised chart of 

expenses and electronic payment of member-

ship for use in the clubs within the Branch. 
During the day the Executive Officer of SLSA 

NSW spoke of two new initiatives of Surf Life 

Saving.  

The first is 13SURF, this is an initiative between 
Surf Life Saving and other rescue services. This 

allows for other rescue services, such as the 

Police, to contact a central location in Surf Life 
Saving who then can scramble local rescue 

assets to either effect or assist with a rescue.  

The second initiative is with the NSW Ambulance 

Service which will see a rapid deployment am-
bulance officer attend the beach to deal with 

serious injuries that require advance treatment 
but not hospitalisation. These officers will use 

the facilities at the club to provide advance 

treatments such as the administration of drugs 
and fluids. North Curl Curl has nominated to be 

Congratulations to all of those members who received 

awards at the clubõs recent presentation night and 

thank you to all those who help to make it such an 
enjoyable night. The Club also nominated for five 

Branch awards, unfortunately we were not successful 

with any of these nominations. 

Now that the cooler weather is 
upon us we have time to plan 

for the next summer, so what 
has been happening. Preparing 

for next season is now well 

underway. Last year Surf Life 
Saving NSW advised that for 

the 2009/2010 season we 

were required to include spi-
nal management and defibril-

lation qualifications on each patrol. To ensure that we 
meet this requirement training in these qualifications 

is to commence in July and run through August. To 

ensure that patrols have up to date rescue equipment 
a funding submission has been prepared and submit-

ted in the Telstra equipment grants scheme round. 

In line with our recent commitment to reduce our 

clubõs carbon footprint I have commissioned both an 
energy and water usage audit. The energy report 

indicates that the club could reduce electricity usage 
by 20% by implementing the following strategies, the 

use of new technology lighting, replacing hot water 

systems with on demand gas water heaters and plac-
ing timing clocks on drinking hot water system.  With 

regard to our water usage the auditors have installed 

a water usage monitor which indicates that the club 
does not appear to have any leaks but did experience 

a peak in usage at around midnight each night. Look-
ing into the peak it would appear that this is due to 

the council contract cleaners who clean the public 

toilet area about this time each night.  

The next stage in this project is to meet with the 
auditors to prepare a grant submission for up to 

$10,000 to install water saving solutions for the club. 

It is anticipated that the club can achieve a 20% 

reduction in water usage. 

one of the clubs involved in this trial. 

In closing I would like to remind members that 
the club is open on Friday nights for your con-

venience, and will be holding a function on the 
night of the last State of Origin game, go the 

Blues. I would also wish the Cool Cats a chilly 

and competitive season while the rest of us 
struggle to remain warm over the cooler 

months.

Another one of our Patrol teams 

North Curl Curl SLSC recently 

successfully completed the 

2008/2009 season with 154 club 
members (127 Bronze Medallion 

holders and 27 Surf Rescue Cer-
tificate personnel) on the patrol 

roster. A combined total of 5,516 patrol hours were 

recorded by our clubõs patrolling members during 
the season with 1,434 individual patrol sign-ons. 

Exactly 60 (almost 40%) of our 154 rostered patrol 
members were 100% patrol efficient. Furthermore, 

approximately 85% of all patrol members could be 

classified as having been òreliableó and nearly all of 
these should be available to continue their patrolling 

duties next season. 

During the season there were 69 patrol days (with 

140 rostered patrol sessions, including four on 
Christmas Day) and our club not only signed on 

before the 9.15 a.m. deadline every patrol day, but 

were very close to 9.00 a.m. on nearly every occa-

sion.  

The number of successful Bronze Medallion and Surf 

Rescue Certificate candidates joining the patrol 

ranks during this season was very pleasing. All the 
Bronze Medallion and Surf Rescue Certificate in-

structors are to be thanked and highly commended 
for their outstanding efforts with their respective 

squads.            

Similarly, I am most appreciative of the excellent 

contributions of Ian Thurgood (ARC instructor) and  

the various IRB trainers during their training ses-
sions towards the end of the season. Unfortunately, 

just like previous seasons, the number of patrol 
members gaining Advanced Resuscitation Certifi-

cates and IRB awards was very small and this con-

tinues to both disappoint and frustrate the DSL who  
is constantly endeavoring to improve these qualifi-

cations within each patrol. 

I believe that training in all surf life saving awards 

(not just Bronze Medallions and Surf Rescue Certifi-
cates) should be ongoing from the start of the sea-

son.   

Because of the very late start this season, only 

seven patrol members gained ARC status, only 
twelve their IRB Crewpersonõs Certificate and to 

date there are no new IRB Drivers. 

Possibly the organizing of simultaneous training for 

BM, SRC, ARC and IRB throughout the entire surf 

club season is far too complex a task for just one 

individual to assume. 

Therefore,  Iwould like to move the motion that 

at all future Annual General Meetings, the Elec-

tion of Office Bearers for each new season 
includes the following positions which report 

directly to the Director of Surf Lifesaving In-

struction:- 

Bronze Medallion Training Coordinator 

Surf Rescue Certificate Training Coordinator 

Advanced Resuscitation Certificate Training 

Coordinator  

IRB (Driver and Crew) Training Coordinator  

It would be preferable, but not mandatory, that 

the coordinator in each of the above areas be 

also an instructor in that area. 

The coordinator of training in all other surf life 
saving award areas (e.g. Gold Medallion, Silver 

Medallion, Basic Beach Management, Defibrilla-

tion and Spinal Management) would automati-
cally be done by the Director of Surf Lifesaving 

Instruction whose role would be significantly 

facilitated by other club members being 

enlisted to co-ordinate BM, SRC, ARC and IRB. 

A recommendation is under review for the 

2009/2010 season that all new SRC patrol 

members be rostered on Sunday morning 
patrols to assist with Nippers Water Safety 

(where they will always have prescribed tasks 
to perform) rather than be allocated to a set 

patrol. 

I recognizes considerable merit in this sugges-

tion, but also realize there may be some SRC  

personnel who would prefer to be assigned  to 
and identified with a set patrol, irrespective of 

the time that is allocated to that patrol. There-
fore I propose to ask all SRC patrol members 

for their particular preference and allow them 

to do their patrol duties accordingly. 

It is vitally important that all SRC patrol mem-
bers feel like an integral part of our surf clubõs 

patrol teams, so the DSL will be encouraging 

all patrol captains and patrol vice-captains to 
assume a much greater mentoring role with 

them during the 2009/2010 season.
