Northern Beaches Branch Championships held at 

Palm Beach, their best result in many a year if not 

ever. 

There were Green and Gold caps in plenty of finals, 

and many of those young competitors converted 

their opportunities into medals.  

What was so pleasing for all the team and parents 

involved was that not only the competitors that were 
expected to do well made it to the winners podium, 

but also plenty of other dark horses stepped up to 

be counted.  

All our kids are taught to never give up no matter 
how they are placed, and to do their best. That atti-

tude paid off for both our U11 Girls and Boys Beach 
Sprint Relay teams, who each won silver medals 

when they seemed no chance as they took off on the 

final leg. But their perseverance paid off, as 

there were disqualifications of other teams (5 

in the girls and 4 in the boys) which elevated 

them up to 2nd place. 

We had great results across all disciplines - 

the U9 Girls won the Board Relay, Jon Kelly 

won the U13 Board, Sophie McGovern won both 
the U10 Flags and the U10 Beach Sprint (in a 

final where we had 4 runners - a great effort 
girls), the U9 Girls won the Beach Sprint Relay 

(amazing effort after the collision between our 

first two runners at the first baton change saw 
us drop to almost last), as did the U12 

Girls......the list goes on and on.... 

Congratulations to all the kids that competed, 

and congratulations to the all the coaches, 
helpers and parents that helped make this 

fantastic result happen.  

North Curly Nippers Runners Up Finish at Branch  

4.5 points is all that separated our North Curly Nip-

pers from finishing in the top 10 of the State at the 

2009 NSW Age Surf Life Saving Championships.  

Our youngsters were mixing it with the best in the 
State, but none of them showed any nerves as they 

all went about their business on the beach and in the 

water, producing some excellent results, and plenty 

of finals appearances.  

Whilst we didnõt crack any Gold Medalõs this year 
(although some of the dads tried to crack some 

XXXX golds at the bar on Saturday night) we did get 
Silvers & Bronzes and a stack of 4th places that 

were very close to podium finishes.  

Olivia Heaton battled her way to a Silver in the U9 

Girls Flags, and then teamed up with Claudia Harris,  
Molly Marr and Maya Williams to get a Silver in the 

U9 Girls Beach Relay. Sophie McGovern once again 

had a podium finish, winning Silver in the U10 Girls 
Beach Sprint, and also getting a bronze in the U10 

Girls Beach Relay with Josie Dixon, Alyssa 

Jephcott and her sister, Caitlin McGovern.  

 Emily Hill also picked up a Bronze in the U12 

Girls Flags, whilst the Kelly boys, Brent and 
Jon, teamed up with Harry Stretton to also win 

a Bronze in the U13 Male Board Relay.  

There were 5 4th places, 5 5th places, and 5 

6th places by our children, so we were very 

unlucky to not do even better than the fantas-

tic result we finished with.  

All in all the whole touring party had a great 3 

days of competition and camaraderie together, 

which included a great Saturday night at the 
Caves Hotel where Phil McAleer and the team 

put on a great meal (give us your recipe secret 
Phil !). Thatõs what makes North Curly such a 

great clubñitõs the special people that all want 

to make sure that the most important thing is 

having a go and having fun at the same time.   

Nippers Just Shy of Cracking NSW Top 10 Result 
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North Curl Curl SLSC is currently 

two-thirds of the way through this 

2008/2009 season and our total 
number of rostered patrol mem-

bers stands at 156 (89 males and 
67 females), with 128 Bronze Medallion               

holders and 28 Surf Rescue Certificate personnel.  

An extra fourteen successful candidates from last 

Decemberõs Bronze Medallion exam have been in-
cluded in our patrol ranks, thus enabling our club to 

equal its highest patrol numbers ever. All twelve 

patrols now have between 12 and 14 patrol members 
each, with many having reached òsaturation pointó 

with respect to any further intakes. 

With this in mind, it would be ideal for the 

2009/2010 season to increase the number of patrol 
teams for North Curl Curl SLSC from twelve to four-

teen. Unfortunately this will not be possible unless 

the club has a few more patrol members volunteer-
ing to become patrol captains and considerably 

more patrol members gaining IRB Driverõs Licences 
and/or Advanced Resuscitation Certificate qualifica-

tions. 

Both Richard Evans and Colin Moyes have indicated 

that this will be their last season as patrol captains. 

I am most appreciative of the wonderful service and 
positive patrol leadership that they have given over 

many years and thanks them for their superb con-

tributions.  

Our club is performing admirably in the training of 
club members for both Bronze Medallion and Surf 

Rescue Certificate awards. 

However, with no formal training occurring as yet in 

the areas of IRB driving, IRB crewing and the 

Advanced Resuscitation Certificate, our surf 

club patrols are once again becoming òbottom 

heavyó. 

A few weeks ago, Julie Tassone sent an e-mail 

on the Board of Directorsõ behalf to all patrol 

members in order to ascertain levels of inter-
est by them in being trained for IRB driver, IRB 

crew and ARC awards. There was a huge re-
sponse to this email. As a result from this 

survey, the club has at least the following 

numbers of patrol members wishing to be 
trained:-   ARC (17), IRB Driver (17) and IRB 

Crew (27). 

I am absolutely delighted and most apprecia-

tive that Ray Merton has offered (with Ian 
Thurgoodõs assistance) to be an ARC  instruc-

tor and that both Brett Kirby and Alice Thur-

good (with possible assistance from Karl Ny-
man and Ben Dreghorn) are prepared to in-

struct in the IRB areas.  However, I feel that a 
few more helpers in all of these training areas 

would be handy, so as to spread the work load. 

To facilitate instruction in all areas of surf life 

saving in the years ahead, it is recommended 

that before the start of each season appropri-
ately qualified and willing club members are 

actually elected as instructors in each of the 
SLSA awards and not just for Bronze Medal-

lions and Surf Rescue Certificates only.
