Currently there are 131 club members (78 males and 

53 females) on the patrol roster, comprising of 109 

Bronze Medallion holders and 22 Surf Rescue Cer-

tificate personnel. 

Each of the clubõs twelve patrols ha at least eight  

Bronze Medallion holders and either ten, eleven or                     

twelve members in total. 

Patrols have commenced this season with excellent 

attendances and enthusiastic approaches by all 
patrol teams and this augurs well for the months 

ahead.  After the first two weekends of patrols, 336 
patrol hours were already recorded from 96 individ-

ual patrol sign-ons. 

During the òoff seasonó considerable work was done 

to organize the 2008/2009 patrol teams, especially 
with regards to qualifications required and the har-

monious balance of team members.  At this stage, 

the selections made appear to be not only appropri-
ate, but also well received by the vast majority of 

rostered patrol members.   

It is extremely important that the time spent on 

patrol by Surf Rescue Certificate personnel is not 
only enjoyable but is utilized in a profitable manner 

so that these young people gain the valuable, posi-

tive surf life  saving learning experiences desired as 

òtraineesó.  

All patrol captains are being encouraged to involve 

their SRC members as much as possible in all patrol 

activities so that they can derive maximum benefit 
from the various components treated. Obviously, 

patrol  captains need to keep in mind the limits to 

the responsibilities that non Bronze Medallion patrol 

members are allowed to assume.  

Twelve of the twenty-two SRC rostered patrol 

members will be 15 years old by the end of 

October.  They have all been individually con-
tacted and will commence Bronze Medallion 

training with Phil Godbee and his team of in-
structors during October. This training will 

continue until the Bronze Medallion examina-

tion in mid December. 

All new SRC recruits during the season will be 
carefully distributed in either pairs or groups 

of three throughout the patrols that will have 

SRC vacancies. 

Steve Faddy, Sydney Northern Beaches Direc-

tor of Rescue Services has now confirmed that 
patrol day finishing times for North Curl Curl 

S.L.S.C. during the summer months from De-
cember to February inclusive will be 5.00 p.m., 

as originally indicated in the DSLõs information 

package sent to all patrol members before the   
commencement of the season.   The change to 

6.00 p.m. that was muted for this season was 
through a misunderstanding with Warringah 

Council.  However, this change of times for the 

summer months might still be implemented for 

the 2009/2010 season.
